Item #4 on the agenda was the discussion of the district VCJPA Member Contingency Fund.  The Manager went over the funds balance and the need to keep this amount where it was, for any insurance or workers compensation fees that may increase over time and put strain on the district operating budget. Board members agreed that the district should keep funds in this fund in the amount that it is currently for any future insurance or workers compensation needs.


Item #5 the review of the district update. The Manager discussed the recent passing of long-time board member Daryl Brown. Daryl had served on the board since 2002 and was an outstanding board member that was always looking out for the residents within the Colusa Mosquito Abatement District. Daryl will be missed.
 
Filling of the vacancy on the board hopefully will take place late spring of 2026. Board member Mike Griffith stated his desire to move from a district at large member to the City of Colusa representative. Any new board member would then become a district at large member. The Manager stated he would be working on this vacancy throughout the coming months.

Manager Kiely told the board that the full-time employees had started their time off for the winter and plan to return in late January to begin the maintenance of equipment and any fabrication that is needed.

The Manager went over the district’s success with its mosquito control program this year. Mosquito populations were normal to previous seasons with the detection of mosquito borne illnesses kept to a minimum. Invasive Aedes aegypti mosquitoes were detected in three trap locations throughout the city of Colusa. Numbers of these mosquitoes were kept low due to the districts aggressive, truck mounted fogging program. Town, outlying houses were treated twice weekly and all agricultural and wetland areas were treated for times a week. 

The district had detected one WNV positive dead bird from the Williams area, one WNV positive sentinel chicken blood sample and one WNV positive mosquito pool collection from the Colusa NWR.

The district’s aerial mosquito control program, which covers all wetland areas, completed the last week in October. Over 63,800 acres were treated aerially, from early September to the end of October.  This was successful, keeping the potential large population of wetland mosquitoes to low numbers in the district weekly trap counts.

Manager Kiely told the board that overall, it was a great season, with limited virus activity and minimal equipment breakdowns. All the employees did an excellent job are all looking forward to some much-needed time off.
